FireAlarm

Stephen Richardson has sent his bill in. Work has been completed. Original quote for work was £1800 of which £900 was paid up front by JRS. His revised bill has increased charges by £500 which includes special lead which he purchased for £150.  In addition he has charged for a day’s labour incurred due to the fact that the lead arrived damaged.  He has also included PAT testing (& labour for such) on appliances in kitchen and hall which was not on original quote. JV to write letter saying we will pay for lead but would like to retain it for future use.  We also we require a breakdown of his labour charges as we are not happy to pay for a day’s labour incurred due to the fact the lead was damaged as that should be fault of providing company not VHC.

YORVENTURE ROOF

BW asked HA to meet Simon to go on scaffold to inspect work but SW was late and the scaffold was already part down. Tiles short for front which still have not been replaced, and leak damage to stack be inspected as there has been heavy rain since.
12 spare rolls of insulation have been removed.  JV to speak to Simon at Blackwell Marshall for update.*
JV has received monies from Yorventure and BW from Gilling Charitable Trust to pay for the roof work. No monies will be paid until job is completed satisfactorily.  £3000 is required from VHC as per Grant application to Yorventure.
